PUBLIC COMMENT

Amy Roe and Steve Hegedus distributed a memorandum offering recommendations to the CAC to consider in their decision making process regarding the 
City’s Renewable Energy Program.  Mr. Fruehstorfer said the CAC would review the suggestions and discuss at a later meeting.

ELECTRICITY AND GREEN ENERGY


Mr. Fruehstorfer reported that Mr. McFarland was unable to attend the meeting; however, he sent a memorandum to the CAC to be reviewed and discussed at a later date.  It was reported the current purchase limit on Renewable Energy for a household was the projected usage of the household; however, that cap may be eliminated in the future.

Mr. Fruehstorfer will follow-up with Mr. McFarland to provide copies of the Renewable Energy Credits (“RECS”) that were purchased in the past.   


Mr. Dentel distributed information on Newark’s Renewable Energy Purchasing Process from 2004-2009.  The information detailed the current program that was instituted from Resolution 05-H.  Proposals were also suggested for future purchases of Renewable Energy.  Mr. Dentel forwarded the information to Mr. McFarland for discussion at a later date.

CARBON INVENTORY FOR NEWARK

Mr. Dentel and Ms. Morrison continue to work on this project 
5. PROGRESS ON GREEN BUILDING INITIATIVES
Mr. Dentel reported he met with Kyle Sonnenberg and Roy Lopata to discuss the CAC’s existing proposal specifying that a certain number of LEED points be required for any new residential/commercial development.  The Planning and Development Department’s LEED proposal used the Building Code to determine specific LEED requirements that would better implemented because there would be very specific requirements that would be applied to everyone.  A follow-up meeting will be scheduled with Roy Lopata to further discuss implementing the LEED program.

FLOODPLAIN PROTECTION AND STORMWATER REGULATIONS

  Mr. Fruehstorfer reported a meeting was scheduled on November 16, 2009 to discuss floodplain protection including the stormwater utility fee.  This topic will be discussed at the next meeting including the outcome of the November 16th  meeting.

  Mr. McDowell reported that on December 3, 2009, 7:00-9:00 pm in the Council Chambers there will be a presentation to discuss how to build a backyard habitat.  A representative from the Delaware Nature Society will be present.  Mr. Fruehstorfer suggested Mr. McDowell contact Dana Johnston, Community Affairs Officer, to discuss how to advertise the seminar. 

Mr. McDowell advised that he had not submitted the registration for the backyard habitat to the National Wildlife Federation, but planned to do so in the near future.
