ELECTRICITY AND GREEN ENERGY

Mr. Fruehstorfer reported the proposed location (maintenance yard) is not large enough for the installation of solar panels for the amount of energy required.  There are other locations being considered and once finalized the City will discuss with Council.

CITY RESOLUTION – ENERGY REDUCTION

Due to the lag in discussion of the topic it was agreed Ms. Sheedy and Ms. Riggs will coordinate together to compare the Governor’s initiative and what Mr. Dentel proposed the City of Newark adopt to come up with a final draft to propose to the City in the future. 
5. LEED

Mr. Fruehstorfer reported it was discussed at a recent Council meeting.  Although Mr. Lopata’s document received support from Council, an architect present at the meeting spoke against the proposal.  There is some question to the legality of the proposal in that LEED has a copyright to the ideas contained within such a proposal.  Mr. Fruehstorfer will follow-up with Mr. Lopata that approval was received from the Green Building Council to proceed with the proposal.

GREEN TRANSPORTATION

  Ms. Bangerter spoke with John Byrne at UDEL’s Center for Green Energy and they have not yet instituted any significant “Green Transportation” Program. Ms. Bangerter would like to follow-up with an Assistant Dean on this topic as well.  Ms. Bangerter will report her findings to the CAC at the next meeting.
7.     COMMUNITY HABITAT

  It was suggested that concept of “Meadows” be incorporated at some point into the educational process along with Community Habitats.  Ms. Sheedy will follow-up with Bob McDowell about incorporating the certification requirements for a Community Habitat with the plant exchange program the CAC would like to hold in early spring 2011.
