 3.         GREEN TRANSPORTATION

  Ms. Bangerter reported she had been unable to connect with Heather Dunigan from WILMAPCO on the Newark Transportation Plan.  In addition, Ms. Bangerter stated she still believed that WILMAPCO would still be producing the “One-Stop Shopping Brochure in the fall of 2011.

COMMUNITY HABITAT

Mr. Fruehstorfer reported the application process is moving forward.  Mr. McDowell stated he would be at The City of Newark’s tent for Community Day and would display a poster detailing Community Habitat.


Mr. Fruehstorfer stated the application for the City of Newark to become a registered Backyard Habitat would be completed by the end of the week and submitted shortly thereafter.  Mr. Fruehstorfer encouraged participation in Community Day on Sunday, September 18th.  
Action:  If a Commission member decides they want to participate in Community Day, they can obtain the booth materials from Steve Dentel or they can coordinate with Bob McDowell to participate with the City of Newark’s booth which will focus on Community Habitat.  
5.         GREEN ENERGY

Due to the City not going forward with solar energy panel project, the CAC decided to readdress the Green Energy Purchase recommendation by requesting the City allocate $100,000 to RECS to retroactively satisfy Resolution 05-H.  (copies attached).

MOTION BY MR. DENTEL, SECONDED BY MR. MCDOWELL, TO MAKE A RECOMMENDATION TO MAYOR AND COUNCIL THAT $100,000 BE ALLOCATED TO REC’S, RETROACTIVELY SATISFYING 05-H, FOR EACH OF THE YEARS 2010 AND 2011.

Mr. Emerson reported Honeywell Company has completed an energy analysis of City Hall and staff will be analyzing the report and moving forward with some of the 
recommendations contained in the recommendation.  
 
Action:  The CAC will provide a draft recommendation to Tara Schiano who will finalize and distribute to Mayor & Council.  Mr. Fruehstorfer will contact his Councilman and request that Green Energy be put on the agenda for an upcoming Council meeting.  Mr. Dentel suggested CAC members make an effort to regularly attend Council Meetings.

ANTI-IDLING GRANTS

Ms. Riggs reported she was not pleased with the initial script for the proposed video from UDEL Media, so she assigned a member of her staff to work with UDEL Media to create a new script.  Mr. Emerson reminded the CAC the deadline for the completion of the grant is June 2012, and in his opinion he believed there would not be any opportunities for any extensions.  
Action:  A small group of CAC members will meet on Tuesday, September 20 to work on the Anti-Iding grant with the purpose of working on the following:
· Rough draft for brochures

· Public Service Video 

Tom will work on the quarterly reporting for the grant.  In addition, he will contact the Newark Post and The Review to inquire about a Public Service advertisement in both papers.
 7.       RECYCLING
Action:  Mr. Fruehstorfer will follow up with Rich Lapointe to determine whether Public Works sent a second letter to residents regarding recycling.  Carol Riggs ask DENREC what recycling requirements they currently have in place.
