REQUEST TO EXTEND THE LEFT TURN LANE ON E. PARK PLACE AT S. COLLEGE AVENUE.


Charles Zusag asked in which direction.  Lt. Hargrove said the direction is west bound.  This request was received from the Mayor to Carol Houck. The mayor mentioned that he spoke with the Delaware Department of Transportation and they would not be opposed to this.  The reason DelDOT would not be opposed is that E. Park Place is not a state maintained roadway.

Lt. Hargrove said the concern seems to be that the left turn lane is full on a regular basis.  Lt. Hargrove said his concern is if the width of the roadway would be conducive to extending the left turn lane.  Tom Parkins said it appears the width of the roadway would accommodate extending the turn lane another five or six car lengths at least.  Charles Zusag said he is in favor of extending the turn lane as long as it doesn’t interfere with eastbound traffic on E. Park Place.  Charles Zusag said the extended turn lane should not be any more than 50-60’ from the E. Park Place and Academy Street intersection.
Dave Gula said by adding four or five additional cars to the left lane queue would make a noticeable difference at Academy Street and E. Park Place.


MOTION BY CHARLES ZUSAG, SECONDED BY DAVE GULA TO EXTEND THE LEFT TURN LANE ON WESTBOUND E. PARK PLACE AT S. COLLEGE AVENUE AS FAR AS THE WIDTH OF THE ROADWAY WOULD ACCOMODATE.
