Rake and pile leaves (no bagging) in the grassplot between the sidewalk and curb. Do not rake leaves into the street. 

Avoid raking leaves to the curb within 3 days of a significant weather event. 

To avoid small piles being missed, please use your yard waste cart.  

Please keep all storm drains and catch basins clear near your home. 

Avoid mixing rock and sƟcks with your leaves as they may damage collecƟon machinery.  

Please avoid piling leaves around mailboxes or sign posts.
