SUBJECT: NPD Arrest Burglary Suspect Linked to Crime from Fingerprint Match
On Wednesday, April 3rd, 2013, the Newark Police Department’s Criminal Investigations Division and Street Crimes Unit arrested a burglary suspect after a fingerprint match linked him to the crime scene of a burglary.  
At approximately 3:52a.m. on Sunday, March 10th, 2013, the Newark Police Department investigated a burglary that had recently occurred in an apartment located at 58 East Main Street.  The victim arrived home and discovered that his window screen was cut, and the window was open.  After the victim noticed that his Apple Macbook Pro was missing from his apartment, he then contacted NPD.  The investigating patrol officer examined the crime scene for evidence, and collected several fingerprints and handprints from the window area.  A member of NPD’s Evidence Detection Unit later entered those prints for comparison with Delaware’s statewide Automated Fingerprint Identification System (AFIS).  A match came back to Brendan Mcnulty, who was unknown to the victim.  Mcnulty was arrested at his home without incident.
